The first item, and one of  the most requested in our ‘green’ world, is a
canvas bag. The bag is canvas with a zipper closure. The dimensions are
14” x 18” x 5” with black handles and bottom. The design on the front
pocket of  the bag contains fruits and vegetables, the AgriMissouri web site
and the slogan “Taste the Freshness…Buy Missouri.” The bag costs $2.50
plus 50 cents for shipping and handling, for a total of  $3.00 per bag. The
bags can be purchased and given to customers or resold as a fundraiser. For
every 10 bags purchased, you will receive 10 free; maximum of  60 bags.
